Skill 1.1  

Escape Planning Learner Objectives:

The students will identify the proper steps to escaping a home fire.

The students will be able to define and identify a meeting place.

The students will be able to identify the proper place to call for emergency service when a fire occurs in a home.

Instructional Methods:

Determine the intended audience and use the following techniques with support materials as necessary to present the objectives:

· Teach about  the importance of a home fire escape plan.

· Discuss escape procedures at home.

· Have students act out how to escape from a fire in a bedroom.

· Teacher illustration of what a home escape plan looks like.

Evaluation Techniques:

Determine what evaluation technique will be used (oral questioning, written test or student demonstration of mastery of objectives).  Give directions and expectations for mastery.  Student demonstration of mastery of objectives could include activities such as:

1. Have students draw their home escape plans identifying exits, smoke alarms and meeting place.

2. Have students draw a series of storyboards showing the sequence of steps to take when a fire is discovered at home
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Skill 1.2  

Stop, Drop and Roll Learner Objectives:

The student will be able to demonstrate the proper technique to extinguish fire on clothing.

The student will summarize the “stop, drop and roll” procedure and describe the kinds of situations where it is to be used.

The student will be able to identify ways to prevent clothing fires.

Instructional Methods:

Determine the intended audience and use the following techniques with support materials as necessary to present the objectives:

· Explain the stop, drop and roll procedure to the students and when the procedure should be used.

· Show illustrations of steps to take in the event of a clothing fire.

· Demonstrate the procedure.

· Practice assisting victims in the stop, drop and roll technique.

· Discuss some precautions to take to lessen the chance of having clothing catch on fire.

Evaluation Techniques:

Determine what evaluation technique will be used (oral questioning, written test or student demonstration of mastery of objectives).  Give directions and expectations for mastery.  Student demonstration of mastery of objectives could include activities such as:

1. Have students draw safety posters showing the basic steps in the stop, drop and roll technique.

2.  Have students teach younger students the technique.
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Skill 1.3

Cooking Safety Learner Objectives:

The student will be able to explain how to extinguish a cooking fire.

The student will be able to explain how to prevent a cooking fire.

The student will be able to identify at least three fire and burn hazards in the kitchen. 

Instructional Methods:

Determine the intended audience and use the following techniques with support materials as necessary to present the objectives:

· Have students brainstorm a list of fire and burn hazards found in the kitchen.

· Discuss hazards and safety rules.

· Use illustrations and demonstrations of safe cooking practices such as how to unplug appliances, how to extinguish a cooking fire, tight fitting clothes, pot handles turned in, three foot rule etc.

Evaluation Techniques:

Determine what evaluation technique will be used (oral questioning, written test or student demonstration of mastery of objectives).  Give directions and expectations for mastery.  Student demonstration of mastery of objectives could include activities such as:

1. Students draw fire safety posters showing proper behaviors for cooking safety.

2. Role play safe cooking techniques as if doing a cooking show.
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Skill 1.4

Smoke Alarms Learner Objectives:

The student will demonstrate an understanding of proper smoke alarm installation and maintenance.

The student will be able to demonstrate how to check the smoke alarm.

Instructional Methods:

Determine the intended audience and use the following techniques with support materials as necessary to present the objectives:

· Discuss the importance of smoke alarms.

· Present problems associated with smoke alarms:  they are not maintained, batteries missing, batteries dead, incorrect placement.

· Illustrate proper smoke alarm placement.

· Demonstrate how to check smoke alarms.

Evaluation Techniques:

Determine what evaluation technique will be used (oral questioning, written test or student demonstration of mastery of objectives).  Give directions and expectations for mastery.  Student demonstration of mastery of objectives could include activities such as:

1. Have students draw a floor plan and put smoke alarms in where needed.

2. Students demonstrate how to check smoke alarms.

3. Students demonstrate how to install smoke alarms.
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Skill 1.5

Fire Extinguishers Learner Objectives:

The student will be able to identify the different types of fire extinguishers and their use.

The student will be able to demonstrate the PASS system when using a fire extinguisher.

Instructional Methods:

Determine the intended audience and use the following techniques with support materials as necessary to present the objectives:

· Discuss the different types of fire extinguishers.

· Illustrate the different markings on fire extinguishers and the meanings.

· Demonstrate the PASS system.

· Students practice the PASS system.

Evaluation Techniques:

Determine what evaluation technique will be used (oral questioning, written test or student demonstration of mastery of objectives).  Give directions and expectations for mastery. 

1. Students demonstrate how to extinguish a fire in a burn pan using the PASS system.

2. Students match the appropriate fire extinguisher with illustrations of different kinds of fires.
